FATHERS FOR EDUCATION
Fathers For Education is the opportunity for men throughout Northwest Ohio to show support for their children’s education. 

First, on the second Monday of September 2009, fathers, grandfathers, stepfathers, uncles, and significant male role models from throughout Northwest Ohio will be asked to participate in “Fathers For Education” by walking their children to school. Participants will receive welcome packages that have a high perceived value as it will include positive-parenting information, father-focused magazines, certificates and coupons from local sponsors, and much, much more.
Second, schools will host a “Donuts With Dad” breakfast in the spring of 2010. At this event, children and their fathers will have the opportunity to share a complimentary breakfast in the school’s cafeteria. Additionally, schools may choose to allow children to give their father a brief tour of the school and escort them to their class.

Fathers For Education: 1) Encourages fathers to be actively involved in the social development and education of their children; 2) Conveys important information to help fathers see that they can make a significant difference in the lives of their children; 3) Supports the school’s efforts to keep parents involved in education; 4) Raises funds for the Northcoast Fatherhood Initiative, a community effort to increase responsible fatherhood.
Research shows that when fathers are actively involved in the education and social development of their children, children have higher standardized test scores, grade-point averages, school attendance and high-school graduation rates.  Additionally, these children have lower rates of suspension, fewer incidents of violent or juvenile-delinquent behavior, and are less likely to use drugs, alcohol or be sexually promiscuous. 
In short, Fathers For Education is a community-wide effort to support fathers’ involvement in the social development and education of their children, while strengthening fatherhood services and programming in Northwest Ohio.
